Policy Statements:

1.  If a student is ill or absent due to extenuating circumstances, he/she is responsible for obtaining assignments from the teacher, and for obtaining notes from another student in the class.  All tests are based on in class notes.  It is the responsibility of the student to keep up with notes and assignments.

2.  Laboratories: A requirement for this course is the dissection of the cat.  If any student has a problem with this, the student does not need to enroll into the class.  This is not a required course.  Dissection participation along with lab practical examinations will account for roughly 50% of the total nine weeks grade.

3.  Make up examinations: Attendance is absolutely mandatory on test days.  These dates are announced about a week in advance.  Make up tests must be taken after school.  For Laboratory practicals attendance is absolutely required.  Often times the specimen will dry up after dissection, and in addition to this it is difficult to set up a lab practical more than one time. When scheduling these tests I will collaborate with all students to come up with the best possible date so that all students are able to attend.   Absence on these days will result in a zero. 
4.  Grading:   Student 9 weeks grades will be determined by 3 things:  Homework, Lab work (Dissection and Lab Practical Exams), and content area tests.  Homework and Lab work will be averaged together with content area and lab tests for the final grade.  Midterms and final exams account for roughly 20% of the final grade

Homework:  When homework is assigned, it is due the next day unless otherwise specified.  If it is turned in any time after the due date, a grade of 70/D will be given.  A 70 is a lot better than a zero.  A 100 is a lot better than a 70!

**Notebooks:  Each student is responsible for keeping a loose leaf notebook of in-class notes.  The in-class notebooks will be graded every two chapters and counted as a test grade.  If a student is absent, he/she is responsible for getting notes missed from another student in the class.

5.  Performance Management:  Stickers will be given on homework assignments that receive a grade of 85% or above.  Stickers will NOT be given on late assignments.  Stickers will also be given on a regular basis as rewards for class participation.  Ten stickers may be used on a test to add five points to the test grade.  Twenty stickers may be used to add ten points to a test grade.  Twenty stickers, however, is the limit.  Stickers cannot be used on midterms or finals.

6.  Portfolio:  Students will be engaged in writing in the area of science.  We are required to do at least one scientific writing assignment per nine weeks.  Each student will be given a class grade for each writing assignment.  The writings will then be distributed to each student’s English teacher to be placed into their working portfolio.

7.  Leaving class:  It is the request of the principal that the number of students in the hallways during class be limited.  Therefore, students will not be permitted to leave class unless it is absolutely necessary.  Only one student may leave the room at a time with a detailed note/hallpass.

8.  Materials needed for class:   Three-ring Loose leaf notebook, loose leaf paper, pencil or pen, colored pencils for anatomical drawings.
